Most notably known for being legendary  
Rock band Queen’s musical director and  
keyboard player since 1984, British multi  
instrumentalist Spike Edney has toured,  
recorded and performed with many of the  
living and late legends of our time.

His career began in the mid 70’s as keyboard 
player and musical director for Soul & Motown 
legends Ben E King and Edwin Starr. In the 
80’s, after tours and studio work with Bob 
Geldof’s Boomtown Rats, Dexys Midnight 
Runners, Thomas Dolby, Haircut 100 and  
Duran Duran, Spike commenced his 32 year 
career with Queen.

The 90’s saw the launch of The SAS Band a.k.a. 
Spike’s All-Star Band, featuring many of the 
legendary recording artists he has worked with 
over the years.

It is from his extensive network of top producers, 
engineers, songwriters and musicians in the  
industry, that he will call upon to provide their 
services at Pink Satellite Studios.
